COURSES
BHNR 4330. RESEARCH METHODOLOGY AND PRACTICE. 3 Hours.
Designed for undergraduate students from a variety of disciplines. Goals: to understand the commonalities of research across disciplinary boundaries,
to develop research skills. Topics: framing a research question, literature review, introductory statistical skills, organization and presentation of results.
Using a computer for bibliographic searches, word processing, and statistical analysis.

BHNR 4393. BUSINESS HONORS INTERNSHIP. 3 Hours.
Supervised practical training in the student's major or concentration in business. May be used as an advanced business elective only and is letter
graded. No credit will be given for previous experience or activities. Prerequisites: Honors College student, declared business major with junior standing,
and approval of their respective department internship coordinator and Honors College advisor.

BHNR 4394. HONORS THESIS/SENIOR PROJECT. 3 Hours.
Required of all undergraduate Business Administration students in the University Honors College. During the senior year, the student must complete a
thesis or project of equivalent difficulty under the direction of a faculty member in the major department.
